Comments were made regarding the repercussion of the .5 teacher cut in world language, 
the need for more integration, gifted and talented program, the lack of teaching contact 
with enrichment program, the importance of introduction of world languages at the 
elementary level, 9-period vs. 8-period day, and cost of health care and sick days.
