SUBJECT: Bernards Township Demographic Data

This memorandum includes information from 1970 through forecasts into 2015. Data is presented in
tabular and graphic form to provide an insightful overview of Bernards Township during the past 40 years
and projections through half of the current decade.

Table 1 lists residences, the percent single and multiple family for the 20 years 1990-2009, and additions
through March 2010. Note: To accommodate space, years 1995 - 2002 are not shown. These data are
available upon request.

Table 2 summarizes the housing stock as near term, approvals, recently constructed, under construction,
and potential (vacant land analysis).

Table 3 provides a summary of housing in The Hills (location, acreage, numbers by type, category, etc.).

Table 4 lists townhouses, carriage homes, condos, & duplex complexes (location; numbers; construction
start and end dates). These 4,036 homes were begun in 1983 and completed in 2006.

Table 5 tabulates authorized and completed residences by Major Developments (the first were begun in
1983) and Remainder of Bernards.

Table 6 provides a Demographic Summary (residences and population) in five year increments from 1970
to 2010.

Graph 1 is a line-chart of township residences from 1970 with projections through 2014. It displays the 21
year interval (1981 through 2002) having 162% growth in residences and the two intervals of 50% growth
each (1983 through 1987 and 1991 through 2002).

Graph 2 displays numbers of residences completed in The Hills, other major developments, and remainder
of township housing (1980 - 2014). Significant growth in numbers of residences ended in 2002.

Graph 3 is a bar chart of township residences from 1980 with projections through 2014, delineating Major
Developments and Remainder of Bernards. Largest growth was in Major Developments.

Graph 4 shows home sales 2002 - 2009. Annual sales reduced each year after 2002 through 2008 and
increased somewhat in 2009. However, 2009 sales were 20% below 2007.

Graph 5 is a bar chart of Building Permit Activity 2004 through 2009. Note the 2008 sharp drop in all
permits following several years of significant_annual increase. Numbers of Building Permits
increased about 15% in 2009 over 2008.

Graph 6 displays residences, adults, and youth from 1970 to 2014. Pre-school population has reduced
since 2003 and total youth population has dropped since the peak years 2006 - 2009. The numbers
of Public School Students peak during 2011.

Graph 7 shows births in Bernards (1970 - 2014) which peaked in 1999 and 2001. Births have reduced
each year since the peak, were the lowest in 22 years during 2009, and continue reducing in 2010.
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Graph 8 is a bar chart of births in the four Bernards’ Neighborhood School Districts, 1999 through 20089.
Mt. Prospect School District had greater than 29% to 36% of the births between 1999 and 2003 but
only 19% to 20% in 2006 through 2009. Note: There is a direct correlation between births in a
district and numbers of Grade K Students about five years following.

Graph 9 shows students in Grade K - 12 during April 2010. Grades 5 & 6 followed by 7 & 8 have the
largest numbers of students. Progressing these students through subsequent years, it is seen that
Ridge High peak numbers of students occur four years later in 2014. See Graph 10.

Graph 10 illustrates movement of Pre-School and Grades K - 5, 6 - 8 and 9 - 12 for years 1970 through
2014. The valley and peak years are readily apparent.

Graph 11 displays persons 18 years old or younger (1970 - 2014) whose numbers peaked in 2006 thru
2009.

Graph 12 shows the percent of total population Youth (=<18 yrs.), public school students and pre-school
children are of total population. With the exception of pre-school children the highest percentage each
group reached was in 1970-1971 or the peak years of the “baby boomers”. Some 38 years later, we see
the peak of the next large generation of school childrens.

Graph 13 displays Public School Student Ethnicity - Total, Grades K-5, Wm Annin, and Ridge High - as of
April 2010. While White students comprise 78% of the total, the next largest cohort is Asian with
18%. The percentages are larger in the younger cohorts.

Graph 14 displays Public School Student Ethnicity as of April 2010 for each of the four Neighborhood
Schools. The largest percent of Asian students attend Mt _Prospect School which has 45% Asian
and 51% White.

Graph 15 summarizes total population (1970 - 2014) which is projected to reach about 29,000 around
2015-16.

Graph 16 displays township population age distribution for each decade (1970 - 2010). Median age
increases each decade.

Graph 17 provides township percent population by age for each decade (1970 -2010). It displays that the
percent of =>35 yrs olds increases each decade.

Graph 18 shows percent of population by race. Since 1980 the White population decreased from 95%
of total to 77% in 2010. The Asian population increased from 3% to 20% during this period.

Graphs 19 - 20 show 58% of households have no children and 46% of population is not associated
with schools (public or private). Only 33% of households have children attending Public Schools.
