Through a journal or log, students may trace the major decisions of
the main characters, as well as the consequences of those
decisions. These journals/logs will not be collected, but will be
helpful for in-class discussions. Students who have completed a
journal/log may use them during the completion of a graphic
organizer during the first days of school.
