SAMPLE WORKS CITED FORMATS 

Author's names should be written with the LAST NAME first.

When typing your final Works Cited information for your website page, remember:

· Make sure to alphabetize your sources by first word in citation. 

· Do not count "A," "An," or "The" at the beginning of a title.

For a book or one volume encyclopedia:

Author/Editor Name (Last, First). Title of book. Place of Publication: Publisher, Publication Date. Print.
Ex.  Jones, Thomas. Mollusks. New York: Prentice-Hall, 2005. Print.
For an E- book:
Author/Editor Name (Last, First). “Title of Article.” Title of book.  ed. Publication Date. Gale Virtual Reference Library. Web. Date of access (Day # Month Year).
Ex.  Benson, Sonia, and Rob Nagel. "Crane, Whooping." Endangered Species, Vol. 3. 2nd 
     ed. 2004. Gale Virtual Reference Library. Web. 14 Mar. 2011.
For an encyclopedia (with many volumes):
Author/Editor Name (Last, First). “Title of Article.” Title of reference book. Publication Date. Print.
Ex.  Beacham, Walton. "Pupfish, Desert." Beacham’s Guide to the Endangered Species of North America, Vol. 6. 2001. Print.
For an online encyclopedia in a Database, such as Searchasaurus  or Marshall Cavendish:

"Title of Article." Name of Database. Database Publisher, Publication Date. Web. Date of access.
Ex.  "Giant Panda." International Wildlife. Marshall Cavendish Digital, 2011. Web. 14 
     Mar. 2011.
For a magazine or newspaper article in an online Database:
Author Name. "Article Title." Name of Magazine or Newspaper Publication Date: page #s. 
     Name of Database. Web. Date of access.
Case, John. "Elephants in Africa." National Geographic 12 June 2003: 40-45. 
     InfoTrac Student Edition. Web. 14 Mar. 2011.
For a web page:

Author Name, "Title of Webpage." Title of Website. Publisher/Organization Sponsoring website, 
     Publication Date. Web. Date of access.
Collins, Steven, "Tortoise, Galapagos." National Geographic Animals. National Geographic Society, 
     2011. Web. 14 Mar. 2011.
