3. INTERNET RESOURCES - Go to http://www2.bernardsboe.com/WilliamAnninMiddleSchool/Gr6Latin.aspx  for helpful web links. You may also need to use search engines, such as Google, to locate web pages. Use the plus sign (+) to combine important keywords, such as: “ancient Rome” +”chariot racing”

Leave the word ANY for Magazine and Month/Year.
